Consistent with its previously approved ESEA State plan Addendum, NYSED will continue
to use a rafordered approach to assign each schgaréormance level between one and
four points (based on its percentile performance for that indicator) for Graduation Rate
indicator for 20222023 and 2022024 school year results.

f School Quality or Student Success Indicator
For 20222023 and 2022024 school year results for secondary/high schools, NYSED will
pause use of its social studies performance index and its college, career, and civic readiness
indexasseparate School Quality or Student Success (SQSS) indicatbesdnSYSED will
use a core subject performance index for secondary/high schools that includes school
performance indices for reading/language arts, mathematics, and science. Consistent with its
previously approved ESEA State plan Addendum, NYSED willinaetto use a rank
ordered approach to assign each school a performance level between one and four points
(based on its percentile performance for that indicator) for its SQSS indicators faR@R32
and 20232024 school year results.

' Annual Meaningful Dferentiation
For 20222023 and 2022024 school yeaesults, consistent with its previously approved
ESEA State plan addendum, NYSED revised its business rules for its system of annual
meaningful differentiation, specifically its business rules foniifging schools for the
lowestperforming five percent of Title | schools for comprehensive support and
improvement (CSl)additionaltargetedsupport andmprovement (ATSI), anthargeted
support andmprovement due to consistentigderperforming subgroups (TSI). The revised

Alternate Methodagy
NYSED specified two scenarios when the State will use its previously approved alternative
methodology (i.e., for including schools without the data necessary to be included in the
regular accountability system). Those two scenarios are: (1) whenrttenof results for a
school do not meet minimumsize for the Weighted Average Achievement Indend (2)
when results for a school do not meet minimusize for a graduation rate determination.

' Frequency of Identification
NYSED made revisions testart identifying schools for CSI and ATSI every three years,
beginning with the 2022023 school year based on results from the ZIZP school year.

NYSED clarified thait will annually identify schools for TSI beginning with the 202223
school year based on results from the 22822 school year.
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f  Additional Statewide Categories
For 20222023 and 2022024 school year results, NYSED will not identify schools for
recoqnition as an additional statewide category of schools.

 CSI Exit Criteria
Consistent with its previously approved ESEA State plan Addendum, NYSED will continue
to use modified exit criteria for CSI schools in the 2@P23 and 2022024 school years.
Specifically, for 20222023 schooyear data, a CSl school will exit CSI statiuthe school
does not meet the CSI identification criteria and meets one of the following conditipns:
Weighted Average Achievement Index or Core Subject Performance Index is higher than at
the time of identification, based on 202022 school year sellts (2) graduation rate is

exit criteria, NYSED clarified CSI schools will not be eligible to exit this status until after the
following school year.

 ATSI Exit Criteria
Consistent with its previously approved ESEA Stddm pddendum, NYSED will continue
to use its modified exit criteria for ATSI schools in the 2@223 and 2022024 school
years. M ATSI school may exit this status if the subgroup for which the school was
identified does not meet TSI identification criteria and either (1) Nasighted Average
Achievement Index or Core Subject Performance Index that is higher than at the time of
identification or (2) has a graduation rate (averageb4 and 6year rates) that is higher than
at the time of identification

For 20222023 and 2022024 schoolear resultsNYSED also added TSI exit criteria,
specifically: (1) a schoatentified for TSI for the 2022023 school year based on 2021

2022 results may exit TSI status if the subgroup for which the school was identified does not
meet TSI identification criteria for 20223, and (2) for schools identified for TSI based on
schod year 20222023 and 2022024 results, as well as TSI schools identified in 20@22
results that did not exit TSI status based on results, a school may exit TSI status if
the subgroup for which the school was identified does not meet TSifiicketian criteria for

two consecutive years.

f Other Continued Support
NYSED clarified that it will conduct resource allocation reviews in LEAs with a significant
number of CSI and ATSI schools, as required under ESEA section 1111(d)(3)(A)(ii).
NYSED alsorefined the types of technical assistance it will provide to LEAS serving a
significant number or percentage of schools identified for support and improvement.
