W hile t he G r ade 2 t est  will r em ain t he sam e as  
t he pr ior  G rades 1- 2 band,  t he new G r ade 1 t es t  has been develop ed specif ic ally f or  st udent s 
in t hat  gr ade.  A t est sam pler  wi t h exam ples of  G r ade 1 quest ions as well as dir ect ions f or  
adm inist r at i on is avail a ble on t he O f f ice of Stat e Assess m ent ’s NYSESL AT w ebpage .  
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The Depar t m ent  does not  pr ovide  answer  sheet s.  All schools adm i nist er ing t he NYSE SL A T  
m ust  cont ract  wit h a Regi onal I n f or m at ion Cent er  ( RIC)  or  lar ge- cit y sc anni ng cent er  in or der  
t o obt ain answer  she et s and scannin g ser vices.  W hen or der ing t es t s t hr ough M et r iTech’ s  
onli ne exa m inat ion r e quest  syst em ,  schools m ust  ident if y t he RI C or  lar ge- cit y  scannin g c ent er  
wit h  which  t hey  have c ont r ac t ed.  Schools  w il l  not  be abl e t o  pr ocee d wit h  or de r ing St at e t est s 
unt il t his inf or m at ion has been en t er ed.

• English Language Learners ( EL Ls) .  Par t  154 of  t he Regulat io ns of  t he Com m issione r  
of  Educat i on r equir e s t hat  all E LLs be t es t ed annua ll y.  All pu bli c ( includ in g char t er )  
schools m ust  adm inist er  t he NYSESLA T  t o  all ELLs  in  G r ades  K– 12 ,  r egar dless  of  t he  
physica l locat ion of  the st udent ,  whet her  a st udent  is  ident if ie d  as  a st udent  wit h  a  
disab ilit y,  or  num ber  of  year s  of  ser vice ( inclu ding six or  m or e year s) ,  unt il pr of icienc y  
is at t ained as r ef lect ed in t he sc or e ac hiev ed on t he NYS ESL A T ( or  by a com binat io n  
of  scor es achieve d on t he NYSESL AT a nd G r ades 3– 8 Engli sh Langua ge Ar t s 
Exam inat io n or  Rege nt s Exam inat ion in Engl ish La nguage Ar t s) .  Religio us a n d  
indep ende nt  schools ar e st r ongly encour ag ed t o adm inist er  t he test  t o t heir  ELLs.  I f  a 
r eligi ous or  indepen de nt  school r ec eives se r vices or  equipm ent  p aid f or  wit h Tit le I I I 
f unds,  it must  adm inist er  t he NYSE SLAT or  an equivalent  t est  t o it s ELLs annual ly.  
High Scho ol Eq uiva l ency ( HS E)  pr ogr am s pr epar ing st uden t s f or  t he G ener al  
Educat io na l Deve lopm ent  Test  ( GED)  shou ld  not  adm ini st er  t he NYSESL AT t o  any of  
t heir  st udent s.  Valid scor es and scor e r epor ts c annot  be pr ovided f or  st udent s enr olled  
in HSE pr o gr am s who t ake t he NYSE SLAT.  

• Students with Disabilities . Al l ELLs with disabilities, identified b y t he Committee o n  
Specia l Education  (CSE)  or  by  a  multidisciplinary  team,  including t hose participating i n  
the N ew  York  State Alternate Assessment (NYSAA), must participate in t he NYSESLAT. 
Use the chart on NYSED’s website  t o ascertain the appropriate NYSESLAT grade level  
test t o administer t o those ungr aded EL Ls with  disabilities.  

STORAGE OF TEST MATERIALS  

The NYSE SLAT m ust  be s t or ed in a sec ur e locat ion in t he buildin g t o which t he t est s will b e  
shippe d.  All secur e t est  m at er ials m ust be placed in t he st or age locat ion as soon as t hey ar e 
r eceived.  Access t o t he t est  mat er ials m ust  be r est r ict ed t o ensur e t hat  t est  secur it y is  
m aint ained .
